BETHNAL GREEN TUBE SHELTER ACCIDENT

3 MARCH 1943

On 3 March 1943 a crowd of people entered Bethnal Green tube station which was used at the time as an air-raid shelter.
After the searchlights went on and an anti-aircraft battery a few hundred yards away in Victoria Park launched a salvo of a
new type of anti-aircraft rockets the crowd surged forward. Someone tripped on the stairs causing many others to fall. 300
people were crushed into the stairwell within a few seconds, 173 of them died and over 90 were injured. The worst civilian
disaster of the 2nd World War.

The details given on the sheets below are based on the records of the Commonwealth War Graves Commission. Their normal
practice was to include only those killed as a result of enemy action. We can be grateful to those, whose names will remain
unknown, at the Commission who decided to make an exception in this case.

Printed copies of CWGC “Civilian War Dead” registers can be found in Westminster Abbey, the Public Records Office at Kew
and several other places around the UK.

Until now only a small plaque above the stairs commemorates the tragedy. Local people including survivors and relatives of
the dead and injured have registered a charity to run the ‘Stairway to Heaven Memorial Trust’. The Charity’s aim is to build a
fitting memorial to the memory of the 173 people who lost their lives that day on the stairway. The memorial will remember
the Emergency Services, the firemen, policeman, ambulance, wardens, clergy and hospital staff who helped the injured. In
addition the project is being used as a resource for local children.
